1) A Glider of length 10 cm slides down an air track. It passes through the upper
photogate in 0.5 sec. A little later it passes through the lower photogate, 100 cm
down the track, in 0.25 sec. Calculate the initial velocity. Calculate the final
velocity. Calculate the acceleration of the glider.

2) A glider accelerates from a velocity of 0.5 cm/ sec up to a velocity of 0.75 cm/sec
in 4 seconds. The error in the measurements of the velocities is 0.05 cm/sec. The
error in the time measurement is 0.1 seconds. Calculate the acceleration of the
glider and the error in our calculation of it.
